Indirect Pythagorean measurement

Single Pythagorean measurement

Just two measurements are enough to indirectly calculate the
horizontal or vertical distances. It is important to ensure the 2™
measurement is at right angles to the target object - easy with
minimum measurements.

Double Pythagorean measurement

Using a tripod you can measure horizontal and vertical distances.
The Leica DISTO™ determines the results for you out of three
measurements. Functions such as minimum and maximum
measurement help you find the correct measuring point.

Double Pythagorean measurement (chain values)

The tilt measurement allows you to determine the desired
horizontal distance, even if the object cannot be directly targeted.
This is particularly useful when obstructions like walls or hedges
stand in the line of sight.
